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3. Progress on the Pathway of Discipleship 
 
      We should not only “talk the talk”, but also “walk the 
walk.”  With many members in our Germantown family we 
will be at different points of movement on the path and in our 
growth as disciples.  The congregation should expect each 
member to progress in one’s Christian growth.  Not that we 
would all progress at the same rate or even step into the 
same footprint of someone else along the pathway; but, that 
each member would continue to take the next step forward in 
Christian growth as a follower of Jesus Christ.   
      The road is a sequential progression for each member 
and, thus, for the congregation as a whole.  By showing our 
love for God we can take step one in “Walking with God” 
and then build relationships so we can be an integral part of 
“His family.”  Once we are engaged into the family of God 
we can be equipped to serve within the family and serve  
others “in His ministry.”  Then we can find opportunities to 
go “to His world” and let others know of Jesus Christ and 
the salvation found through Christ.  
      The entry point on the path, the time spent at each stretch 
or turn in the road, the obstacles along the way and even 
how we determine our length of stay at a plateau will be  
dependent on our individual circumstances.  Again, the   
expectation of the congregation is to have each member on 
the pathway and moving forward to increase our discipleship 
as followers of Jesus.       
      When other people become aware of the Germantown 
church of Christ they will identify an assembly, congregation 
and community.  From a distance they will see us on the 
same pathway and moving forward together.  On closer look 
they will see disciples, followers of Jesus Christ and people 
attempting to do God’s will.  When we are face-to-face we 
have an opportunity to speak with them and become a part of 
their life so we can let them know more about Christ, what 
Jesus can do for them and how they may receive the free gift 
of salvation.  
 

Know, Explain and Progress on the

Pathway of Discipleship  
What are the expectations for the congregation? 

 
      As a congregation of God’s people at Germantown we 
stand united in our common faith.  We are followers of Jesus 
Christ, who is Lord and Savior.  Pathway of Discipleship is a 
representation of our focus as the community of faith to move 
forward together in the Lord’s work at Germantown.   
      So, we all need to move on the same road - the Pathway - 
and in the same direction - growing in our Discipleship.  The 
expectation for the congregation would be every member 
moving in the same direction on the Pathway of Discipleship.  
And just how can we do that?      
 
1. Know the Pathway of Discipleship  
 
      A great start would be for each member to memorize our 
focus statement:  
 

“Walking with God and His family 
 in His ministry to His world” 

 
      Know the statement and use the statement, especially, in 
two situations: 1) when explaining to a visitor who we are at 
the Germantown congregation and 2) when helping members 
find their role in the Germantown family and work. 
 
2. Explain the Pathway of Discipleship  
 
      Be able to explain the clauses of the focus statement in 
your own words.
